Driving Clinics

include Master Club Fitter Dave Murray in a 30 minute fitting session with each

Teacher ratio is 4:1.

Hybrid Clinics  

Two (2) hour clinic will focus on why hybrids, hitting hybrids and being sure the consumer has the     

correct lofted hybrid(s) in the bag. Will utilize Master Club Fitter Dave Murray to find longest effective 

iron in the bag and fit the proper distance gaps with hybrid(s).  Student/Teacher ratio is 4:1.

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Handicap  

 

Your USGA handicap index reflects your potential, not your scoring average.

General Questions for the Golf Life Management System :  

Q:  What is Golf Life System Management?  

A:  Golf Life System Management (GLMS) is a handicap provider service. They are a computer service that 

computes handicaps according to the USGA regulations.  

Q:  Why do we use GLMS and not GHIN?  

A:  There are many different handicap provider services. GLMS and GHIN are just two of these.  There is also 

IDC, Handicomp, EZlinks and many more.  When EWGA decided to provide a handicap service to our 

members, we needed a system that could provide official handicaps in every area of the U.S. and Canada. 

GHIN does not service all of the U.S. or Canada so they were not an option for EWGA.  

Q:  Is my EWGA handicap recognized by USGA?  

A:  Yes, EWGA handicaps are official USGA handicaps. GLMS is recognized by the USGA as a Handicap       

Provider Service. There is no difference between a handicap issued by EWGA, GHIN or any other         

authorized provider.  

Q:  The slope and rating are incorrect. What do I do?  

A:  Please send an email to handicap@dallasewga.com  and we will see that the data is updated in the course 

directory. Send the course name and state.   

 To post your score before the update is made, please select Manual Entry  from the Course Name       

dropdown box and you will be able to enter the name of the course and the correct slope and rating.  

Q:  Why are the slope and rating wrong?  

A:  Ratings are done on a local level and there are over 100 associations authorized to do them. Those      

associations use many different computer services for their handicaps so there is no one definitive        

database. With no single source for accurate course ratings, the process of keeping a national database 

current becomes a constant process. We will be happy to verify and correct any irregularities.  

Q:  I have both EWGA and GHIN handicaps. Do I have to post every score twice?  

A:  Yes, the two systems are separate and do not share information. However, it is advised to use only one 

handicap system for consistency.  

Q:  How can an outside club verify my handicap?  

A:  Your GLMS handicap can be verified by an outside club by accessing www.ewga.com . Click on Handicap 

Service  on the left side and then click on Verify Handicap . From here, enter the name of the player to   

verify her handicap.
