The remain-
ing 25 percent of the units are
currently under construction
and will be available later this
month for occupancy.

Additionally, the residences
offer individually controlled

heat, central air conditioning
and a large private patio or
balcony. A furnished designer
model is available for viewing,
featuring two spacious bed-
rooms, gracious dining and
living rooms, and a private
patio. Currently, 60 percent of
the available residences in the
634 Sheridan Road building are
leased. Construction will begin
on Phase II, the 624 Sheridan
Road building, in June.

Within each of the three
mid-rise buildings are five in-
dividual tiers, each with its
own entry, elevator bank and
laundry rooms on each floor.
This unique “building within a
building” design creates a bou-
tique feeling within the larger
buildings. According to Morn-
ingside Group president David
Strosberg, “This distinctive
feature helps to create a more
intimate environment. With
