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Call for Artists, Artists Collectives & Curators
Opportunities for Exhibitions at the Oak Cliff Cultural Center

Deadline for submissions: November 2, 2010

The City of Dallas Office of Cultural Affairs seeks program proposals from qualified artists, artists collectives, arts groups, and curators interested in presenting exhibitions at the newly-opened Oak Cliff Cultural Center. 

About the Oak Cliff Cultural Center

Located in a historic storefront in the vibrant commercial district of Jefferson Avenue in Oak Cliff, the Oak Cliff Cultural Center (OC3) opened its doors in August 2010. The facility was purchased and renovated by the City of Dallas through the 2003 Bond Program to function as a permanent city-owned arts center where residents and visitors of Oak Cliff could experience a variety of arts and cultural programs. The 5,000 sq. ft. storefront features a visual arts gallery (approx. 1,200 sq. ft.) and a dance studio / rehearsal space. 

The OC3 is managed by the City of Dallas Office of Cultural Affairs. Starting on October 1, 2010, the center will be open to the public Tuesday through Friday from 3:00 to 9:00 p.m. and Saturdays from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. (pending budget approval).

Exhibition Proposals
The OC3 Gallery seeks to provide Oak Cliff artists and curators with a venue to exhibit artwork made in Oak Cliff, about or inspired in Oak Cliff, reflective of the diverse cultural heritage of Oak Cliff, or relevant to issues of importance to the community. This Call for Proposals seeks exhibition ideas that address one or more of these elements. Exhibitions will be scheduled for seven to nine week periods as follows:
· February 4 – April 2, 2011
· April 15 – June 4, 2011
· July 15 – September 9, 2011
· September 23 – November 19, 2011
· December 9, 2011 – February 4, 2012
Generally, the opening of the exhibition will be scheduled for a Friday evening, but the OC3 will work with the exhibition proposer to determine the final dates for the opening as well as any ancillary public program planned in conjunction with the exhibition. 

Types of Exhibitions: The OC3 will consider proposals for exhibitions featuring all visual media (painting, sculpture, drawing, printmaking, ceramics, glass, textiles, etc.). Media-based exhibitions will be considered, provided that the exhibitor can provide all the necessary technological equipment to support the exhibition. Priority will be given to exhibitions of work by professional artists; children artwork will not be considered through this request for exhibition proposals.
Who May Propose an Exhibition: The OC3 will consider proposals from curators, artists collectives, individual artists, arts groups, and others who demonstrate the professional background to curate an exhibition. The exhibition proposer / organizer may not charge a fee to the participating artists. 

Installation: The OC3 coordinator will work with the exhibition curator to develop an installation plan and coordinate the installation of the exhibition. The OC3 will budget for basic installation (1 preparator); any additional expenses (special installation, furniture or lighting, publications, shipping, etc.) will not be covered by the OC3 unless approved in advance by the Director of the Office of Cultural Affairs.  

Press & Publicity: The OC3 will issue press release(s), print an exhibition postcard, and use its electronic newsletter to promote the exhibition. Exhibition curators / artists will be asked to provide information about the exhibition content, artists biographical information (resumes or bios), artist statements and images of the artworks to be exhibited no later than 60 days prior to the scheduled opening of the exhibition. The OC3 will draft and distribute all promotional materials; exhibition curators / artists will be provided with copies of the promotional materials to forward to professional contacts, family or friends as appropriate. 

Sale of Artwork: Sale of work exhibited in the gallery is encouraged, but we do not require that exhibited work be for sale. For artwork sold during the run of an exhibition, we request a donation of 15% of the proceeds from any sale completed while the artwork is on exhibition at the center.
Public Programs: We encourage curators to consider educational or ancillary programs (workshops, panels, artist talks) that would serve to deepen the general public’s understanding and engagement with the exhibition.

A complete proposal includes the following:

· CD with up to 15 images representative of the exhibition 

· Image List (include for each image the name of the artist, title, date, size and medium. Indicate if the images are (A) the specific artwork that will be included in the exhibition or (B) artwork representative of the oeuvre of the artists who will be included in the exhibition.

· If you would like your CD returned, please enclose a self-addressed stamped envelope for the return of the CD (materials without a SASE will be discarded) 

Deadline for Submissions

For full consideration, submissions are due no later than 5:00 p.m. on November 2, 2010. Submissions should be mailed or delivered to the City of Dallas Office of Cultural Affairs, 1925 Elm Street, 4th Floor, Dallas, TX  75201. No faxed or emailed submissions will be considered.
