DALLAS ÐThe Bath House Cultural Center presents SPACE II: Accenting the Positive
and Negative, an exhibition of recent sculptures by Dallas artist, T. Stone.  The
exhibition runs from March 13 to April 17, 2010.  An opening reception with the artist
will be held on Sunday, March 14, 2010 from 5 to 7 PM.  Both the exhibition and the
reception are free and open to the public.

SPACE II: Accenting the Positive and Negative features a collection of metal and mixed
media sculpture recently created by Dallas artist T. Stone.  The investigation of the
effects and interaction of spatial relationships is a prominent theme in this exhibition, as
the artist attempts to use her artwork to explore the visual areas created by both the
positive and negative, through the use of light and shadow.

Ms. Stone earned a Bachelor of Fine Arts degree at Texas Christian University.  Some
venues where Ms. Stone's artwork has been shown include:  Boyd Gallery, Addison
Conference Center, Meyerson Symphony Center, Mitchell Lofts and the McKinney
Avenue Contemporary.  Her work can be found in many private and corporate collections
throughout the United States.  Also, as vice president of the Texas Sculpture Association,
she worked with many Texas sculptors and coordinated art exhibitions locally and
regionally.
