Her underwater work captures unique moments that only could be achieved with the
magic water creates, the model's effortless buoyancy, and the play of light and reflection,
making a true work of art. Kathleen's images are sometimes one image that stands alone



in its beauty, or she creates more complex photographs, using multiple digital files to
complete her vision.
