Park, and features bull riding, parades, carnivals, BBQ, wine 

tasting competitions, and loads of shopping! The Houston 

Livestock and Rodeo will feature Cattle auctions and cattle 

judging. Traditional trail rides, which start in different areas of 

Texas and finish in Houston, precede the rodeo. 

As a long standing rodeo tradition, March 16th has been 

deemed as Go Texan Day, where Houstonians and visitors 

alike are expected to don their best cowboy digs.  A newer 

tradition is the Go Tejano Day this year scheduled for March 

14, 2010.
