In the exhibitionTodo Sobre mi Madrédallas artisMaria Teresa Garcia Pedroche
investigates the cherished and everlasting relationship she developed with her late
mother, Mar’a Pedroche Garcia (1928-2007), through a collection of nature-related color
photographs and other works in mixed media that poetically illustrate the love for vivid
colors and fragrances that the artist's mother expressed throughout her life.

The intimate moments that the artist and her mother shared together serve as the main
source of inspiration for this exhibitionNparticularly the moments during the last days of
the motherQOs life. Upon that relationship, the artist reflects: OMy motherOs love of nature
was contagious and she would find beauty in all that surrounded her. She would often
describe her garden with vivid colors and fragrances and with the sounds of her birds that
would visit frequently.O Garc’a Pedroche adds:



While she was in hospice, she reminded me to water her flowers and feed her
birds. It was during one of those days when | felt helpless that | discovered a bird
of paradise that had two flowers blooming in one stem. | immediately showed her
the fresh cut flower and she smiled and responded, OThis is Paradise.O Every day
for a month | would take the flower and photograph it facing the sky. | would

show her the flower and the photos and she held on to my hand and prayed for
blessings to shower all of my family. The flower died when my mother went to
paradise. A year passed before | developed the photographs. | continue to
discover new works from this series that bring back memories stored in my heart.

In 2009, the artist created glass soldered houses inspired by her mdittiex@groverb)
GCuida tu casa y deja la aje@a(Take care of your home and donOt meddle in othersO).
The mixed media houses are also on display in this exhibition as the artist continues to
pay tribute to her mother as a way to hold on to her memories, which have provided
strength and wisdom for many years.
